Regarding the Regulation of Registration Procedures for Companies Granting International Certificates in
the Field of Halal Food conformity

The Chairman of the Board of Directors

Republican decree No. 187 of 1984 establishing the General Organization for Veterinary Services;

Decision
Article 1: Definitions
When applying the provisions of this decision, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated to each of them:
Competent Authority: General Organization for Veterinary Services (GOVS).

Food Manufacturing: All activities conducted in a food establishment from the stage of receiving raw materials
until the start of distribution.

Food establishment: Any establishment engaged in activitics related to food preparation, production, manufacturing,
storage, preservation, packaging, labeling, importing, exporting, transporting, delivering, offering, and displaying for
sale to the final consumer or another establishment, The definition includes fixed or mobile facilities, whether profit
or non-profit, public or private, permanent or temporary. The definition also includes slaughterhouses for ruminants
and poultry.

Granting Certificates ( Establishments / Individuals / Products): These are certificates resulting from compliance
evaluation based on the scope verifying that the management system, product, process, or employees meet the
specified requirements for the halal scope, for example, but not limited to OIC, SMIIC, and IAF.

Supervisory Activities: Oversight carried out by the authority for verifying compliance with hafal standards.

Audit: Systematic and independent examination to determine whether activities and associated results comply with
the established arrangements and whether these arrangements are implemented efficiently and in line with achieving
the desired objectives.

Inspection: Examination of any aspect of food to verify its compliance with the legal requirements stipulated in the
law and relevant regulations concerning food safety.

Monitoring: Conducting a planned series of observation or measurement operations to obtain an overview of
compliance with the law and relevant legislation regarding Halal food.

(Article 2)

This decision regulates the rules and procedures for registration and enrollment with the General
Organization for Velerinary Services for companies issuing international certificates in the conformity of halal food
and verifying their accreditation from accreditation or granting bodies in accordance with locally and internationally
recognized rules and references, their authorized scope and validity periods, as well as the products handled in the
certification granting process,

These regulatory procedures enhance the credibitity and validity of the procedures governing the use of these
certificates and aiin to confront illegal practices in granting these certificates. This is crucial to achieve confidence
for all concerned stakeholders, particularly the companies granting halal certificates, to boost consumer confidence
in the halal status of food products available in the markets, and to support the competitiveness of Egyptian food
products to access global markets.

(Article 3)
Registration Procedures for Companies Granting Halal Systems Conformity Certificates

The company granting certificates of conformity to halal systems shall submit a registration application (Annex 1)
addressed to the General Organization for Veterinary Scrvices, accompanied by the prepared forms (Annex 2 and 3),
and the following documents:

International accreditation certificates obtained by the company in the fields of granting certificates from
acereditation bodies or international granting bodies (attached with the scope of accreditation, standard
specification, type of'certificates, date of obtaining accreditation, and date of renewal), and astatement of the
authorized entity signature on the mutual recognition agreement of the International Halal Accreditation
Forum (IHAF). i -
The scope of accreditation must be in accordance with technical legislation for food safety, Egyptian
standards specifications, and Egyptian standards specifications for halal and rc!atcdspéciﬁcatmlm, including
but not limited to those included in Annex 4,

- Alist of the numbers and names of Chief Auditors, Auditors, and Technical Auditors (Full-time or part-time

contracted).

- The curriculum vitae of each auditor, their qualification and experience certificates, their registration number,

and their scope ol auditing in the international accreditation body that accredits the certificate issued by the
company.,

« The employment status of each auditor.
- The names of the authorized signatories on the-certificates, their certified signatures, and the company's

official stamp,

- Official correspondence addresses and email addresses,

(Article 4)
Obligations of éertiﬁca! ion Companies

The company must have at least three years of experience in the field of managing global programs for
compliance assessment of halal food and be registered and have an official office in at least seven different
countrics. :

The company must acknowledge notifying the authority of the list of food establishments to which it provides
certificate issuance services,

The company shall commit 1o granting and issuing certificates in accordance with the technical requirements
of the General Organization for Velerinary Services and the international standards of accreditation bodics
that adherc to the principles and provisions of Islamic Sharia, which relics in the Arab Republic of Egypt on
the understanding and interpretation of Al-Azhar (an independent Islamic scientific institution that is
exclusively concerned with its aflairs).

The company pledges and commits not to provide any consulting or qualification services to the food
establishment, for which it will issue the certificate.

The company commits to providing proof that all its auditors do not work as members or consultants for any
Egyptian or international food industry companies to ensure neutrality and integrity.

The company commits to providing proof that all its auditors (who have a full-time or part-time contract) do
not work and are not members of any of the assessment committees in other accreditalion or granting
comparnies.

The certification granting companies commit to appointing at least one auditor in each scope of their work
in granting certificates,
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The company is commitled (o notifying the authority of the list of food establishments to which it provides
certification services and shall update it monthly and send it to the authority.

The company commits (0 ensuring that the food establishments to which it provides the certification services
adhere to the rules of advertising these certificates as a mark or quality certificate for the establishments or
food products.

. The company shall conduct regular audits to ensure that the food establishment meets all Halal requirements.

(Article 5)

The Role of the General Organization for Veterinary Services

The authority shall examine the subm itted documents and notify the company through any communication
channels agreed upon (fax/e-mail/registered letier, ete.) whether or not it fulfills the registration requirements
in accordance with the authority's registration conditions and requirements. M 1 7

Adopting the audit procedures conducted by the company, including new raw materials/ ingredients/food
processing aids, as clear procedures for handling, storage, and disposal of raw materials/ ingredients/food
processing aids that may be contaminated or non-halal.”

If the company's documents meet the competent authority's requirements, they shall be registered and
published in registration lists with the names of companies granting cettificates on the authority's website.
If the company does not meet the authority's requirements, and the application is rejected, the company has
the right to appeal before the appealing committee, which is formed by a decision of the Chairman of the
Authority's Board of Directors. - b

The authority has the right to periodically verify, whether in an announced or unannounced manner, the
activitics of grant companies registered with it that.carry out certification issuance activities for evaluation,
and this includes field visits to the company's premises,

The authority shall notify the company issuing the certificate if the establishment does not meet the Halal
requirements, and the certifying company must immediately notify the authority of the measures it has taken
towards this establishment. '

In case the company fails to comply with the authority's controls and requirements and the annexes issued
by this decision, the company may be given a period of reconciliation within a period not exceeding three
months. In case the situation is not reconciled, or non-compliance is repeated, the authority has the right to
cancel the company's registration and remove it from the registration lists of the names of companies granting
certificates on the authority's website, and to notify local and international accreditation bodies. The company
may reapply forregistration for registration after meeting the authority's requirements.

(Article 6)
; Financial Obligations
The company wishing to register with the authority for issuing halal certificates shall pay a fee for the service
of studying the registration and granting file, according to the service fee determined by the competent
authority.

{Article 7)

Registration Period
The registration period is one year, and the company commits to taking measures for the rencwal of the
registration certificate at least two months before the expiration of the registration period.

Authority of the Chairman of the Board of Directors
The Chairman of the Board of Directors of the authority is entitled, by decision, to issuc appendices to this
decision, or to make any amendments to the attached forms.

Dispute Resolution
Any dispute arising from the implementation of this decision shall be

settled amicably. [n the event that
amicable solutions are not reached. t]
