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Commerce Bsees Export Controls on Syria

WASHINGTON, D.C. — Today, tha Department of Commercs’s Bursau of industry and
Security (B1S) published 8 rule easing licensing reqpiremanta for civitlan exports to Syria.

The rule implements the policy on Syria sstablished in Exegutive Order 14312, “Providing
for the Revocation of Syria Sanctions® (June 30, 2028). EO 14312 declared the United
States’ commitment to supporting a Syria that is stabls, unified, and at peaces with itsalf
and its neighbors. EO 14312 called for the removsl of sanctions on Syrls, and it also issued
waivers that sllow for the relaxation of expornt controls on Syrla.

A3 g result of todey’s rule, U.S.-origin goods, software, and tachnology that have purety
civilisn uses [Le., thoss classifiad under BiS’s reguiations as “EARSS”), as well a3
consumar communications tavices and certsin Remas relatad to civil aviation, can
genereily go to Syrie without an export license. In adgition, today’s ruls facilitatas the
eppiovel of icanses lor exports 1o Syria related to tslecommunicsetions infrastructurs,
sanitation, power generation, end civil aviation. All ogher spplications for exports of dual-
usa ltsms to Syria will be reviewed on a case-by-case basis. BIS will continue to rastrict
exports when the end-users of ikerns ars malign actors, Including cartain Syrian individuals

and entities thet remain subject to sanctions.
Jettrey Kesster, Under Secretary of Commerce for Industry and Security, stated:

“Today's ections follow through on the Trump Administration’s promise to allow s new
stert for the people of Syria as they sesk a stable snd prosperous future undar thelr new
govemment. At the same time, BIS will ramain vighent to prevent bad sctors worldwide
from accessing U.8. goods, software, and tachnology.”
