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Equipping Timber Transport Vehicles with Satellite Navigation Equipment

(Information from the Federal Forestry Agency)

New provisions of Forest legislation of Russia (part 7 of Article 50.4 and part
I of Article 96.3 of the Forest Code of the Russian Federation) mandating the
compulsory equipping of vehicles transporting timber with technical control means
(satellite navigation equipment) will come into force on January 1, 2025.

The requirements for equipping vehicles with satellite navigation systems
apply to all vehicles transporting timber across the territory of the Russian
Federation, including those registered in foreign countries.

The procedure for equipping vehicles for timber transportation (when
transported by road) and equipment used for forest fire extinguishing has been
approved by Order No. 121 of the Ministry of Natural Resources of Russia, dated
February 21, 2022.

According to §2 of this Procedure, the services provided under this order are
rendered by AO "GLONASS" (operator of the State Automated Information System
"ERA-GLONASS").

In accordance with §3 of the Procedure, satellite navigation equipment must
include a personal universal identification card for the subscriber that contains a
profile of the mobile radio telephone network, ensuring the functioning of the State
Automated Information System "ERA-GLONASS".

In accordance with §3 of the Procedure and §360 of the Rules for Mzintaining
the State Forest Registry, approved by the Resolution of the Government of the
Russian Federation dated August 25, 2023, No. 1378, navigation information is
transmitted to the Federal State Information System for the Forestry Complex
(hereinafter referred to as FSIS FC) through the State Automated Information
System "ERA-GLONASS."




The Federal Law No. 126-FZ regtilating the domain of communication, dated
July 7,2003, stipulates the requirement for using the federal state information system
"Unified Identification and Authentication System" (UIS) for identifying the users
of communication services and transmitting navigation information. To comply with
these regulations, organizations registered in foreign countries must establish &
branch of a foreign legal entity in the Russian Federation for transporting timber by
road across its territory, followed by registration in the UIS.

The list of the denominated timber and processed products that must be
accounted is approved by the Government of the Russian Federation in Order No.
1047-r dated June 13, 2014, in accordance with the All-Russian classifier of products
by types of economic activities and the unified Commodity Nomenclature of Foreign
Economic Activity of the Eurasian Economic Union (hereinafter referred to as the
List).

In connection with the above, from January 1, 2025, vehicle transport,
including that registered in foreign countries, used for transporting timber mentioned
in the List, must be equipped with satellite navigation equipment within the territory

of the Russian Federation.

Additionally, Federal Law No. 165-FZ "On Amendments to the Code of
Administrative Offenses of the Russian Federation," dated July 8, 2024, adds new
parts 6-11 to Article 8.28.] of the Code. Part 7 of Article 8.28.1 (enters into force
from January 1, 2025) establishes administrative liability in the form of 2 fine for
violations of the requirements set forth in Article 96.3 of the Forest Code regarding
the equipping of vehicles transporting timber with satellite navigation systems.

Part 8 of Article 8.28.1 of the Code of Administrative Offenses of the Russian
Federation (enters into force from January 1, 2025) establishes administrative
liability for the repeated administrative offense specified in Part 7 of Article 8.28.1
of the Code.




Parts 7 and 8 of Article 8.28.1 of the Code apply exclusively to the process of
transporting timber and processed products by road transport.
